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Discovering the Past;
Protecting the Future

A visit to the Powhatan Creek Blueway offers an
opportunity to connect with the rich history and
environment of the surrounding area. The 23-mile
tributary of the James River passes through an area
between the York and James Rivers, which is considered
one of the most environmentally and historically
significant natural resources on the Virginia peninsula.

Before the first permanent English settlers established
their homes along the James River almost 400 years
ago, the watershed was part of the Powhatan Indian
Confederacy. For hundreds of years Native American’s
used this creek as a resource for transportation and
survival. As British settlement began, they too used
this important waterway to meet their basic human
needs. The creek also passes through several important
Colonial American landmarks including Jamestown
Island, Greensprings Plantation, and Mainland
Farm — the oldest continually cultivated farm
in America.

In addition to the rich history this waterway shares,
it also represents a modern day environmental find.
Approximately four of the creek’s nine miles are tidal
and offer highly rated saltwater fishing. The watershed
contains floodplain wetlands and tidal wetlands that
are home to six rare plant species as well as two
federally protected birds, the Bald Eagle and the
Great Blue Heron.

‘The Blueway is located off Jamestown Road,
open seven days a week during daylight hours.

The recommended roundtrip is about 8 miles from
Powhatan Creck Park to the Causeway and back.
Only well-prepared and highly skilled paddlers
should attempt the additional eight-mile trip around
Jamestown Island.

Please keep in mind that Powhatan Creek and the
James River can change from peaceful and calm o
harsh and extremely rough in a marter of minutes.
Therefore, plan your trip carefully and keep an eye
on the weather!
